ABOUT THE LEADER OF THE VIKING SQUAD THAT MARCHED
TO THE CAUCASUS IN XI CENTURY

SAMVEL MARKARYAN (Rostov -upon -Don)
Summary

The Armenian and Georgian sources testify that in the middle of XI century the Vikings
marched to the Caucasus. The author tries to precise the route of the Viking squad and the identity
of its leader who, in particular, according to the authors rescarch was Ingvar and not Harald
Hardrad as had been supposed by some scholars. Such a misunderstanding probably occurred
because of an expression of the saying about Ingvar according to which he was prescnted with
“the flag of great Viking Harald™. But it does not correspond to the reality and that expression
was interpolated to honour Ingvar.
