THE SOCIAL-DEMOGRAPHICAL RESEARCH OF
CHARIOT-BURIALS IN THE SOUTH CAUCASUS DURING
THE LATE BRONZE AGE

Abstract

During the early stages of the Late Bronze Age in the South Caucasus,
tombs with vehicles’ wheels have been found (chariots and wagons). In this
tombs there are usually skeletons of 15-50 year old men. 18-30 age old fe-
male skeletons have been found only with skeletons of men or children. In
these area two-wheeled and four-wheeled chariots were drawn by cattle and
two-wheeled chariots were drawn by horses. There is some evidence about
four-wheeled chariots, that were drawn by deer (Khanlar, Gharajamirli). In
early stage of the Late Bronze Age some disk-shaped bits were found, which
are similar to some bits from Southwestern Asia and are local products. In
some thombs vehicles were replaced with their symbols (pars pro toto).
Standards from Artik Tomb N3 and Lchashen Tomb Ne 5 were fixed to char-
iots and symbolized fertility and protection. All tombs with vehicles belonged
to the elite of this period.
