S. R. Avetyan - Main Periods in the Development of Linguistic Typology — Two
main periods are commonly distinguished in the history of linguistic typology, namely,
classical holistic vs. modern partial typology. However, it is argued in the paper that a
three-stage periodization would be more adequate from a theoretical and methodological
perspective than the two-stage one. Specifically, linguistic typology in the age of structu-
ralism (to be more precise, from the first decades up to the late fifties of the twentieth
century) can be regarded as a separate period in view of its certain theoretical and
methodological peculiarities. Accordingly, the following periodization of the history of
linguistic typology is proposed: 1) the period of mono-feature-(or pauci-feature)-classifica-
tory holistic typology (the 19™ century and, partly, the beginning of the 20™ century); 2) the
period of systemic, multi-feature-classificatory holistic typology (from the first decades up
to the late fifties of the 20™ century); 3) the period of generalizing-explanatory partial
typology (from the sixties of the 20™ century up to nowadays).
