æèçíè, åå îáîðîíû è áåæåíöåâ. Âåäü ïîêèíóâ ãîðîä 26 äåêàáðÿ 
1918 ã., òóðêè, ïðè ïîïóñòèòåëüñòâå ãåðìàíñêèõ îôèöåðîâ, çàìè-
íèðîâàëè âçðûâàòåëÿìè ñ ÷àñîâûìè ìåõàíèçìàìè âñå îáùåñòâåí-
íî çíà÷èìûå çäàíèÿ, âêëþ÷àÿ æåëåçíîäîðîæíóþ ñòàíöèþ è ïîä-
âèæíîé ñîñòàâ.1 Ê 1 ÿíâàðÿ 1919 ã. ïðåäñòàâèòåëü ôðàíöóçñêîé 
âîåííîé ìèññèè À.Ïóàäåáàð ïîòðåáîâàë îò íèõ âîçâðàùåíèÿ 
êðàéíå íåîáõîäèìûõ ýëåêòðîìåëüíèö è ýëåêòðîîñâåùåíèÿ, âûâå-
çåííûõ íåäåëþ íàçàä è áðîøåííûõ íà ñòàíöèè ó ñ. Ãçë÷àõ÷àõ.2 

20 ìàðòà 1919 ã. â ãîðîä ïðèáûëè èíñïåêòîðû Àìåðèêàíñêîãî 
êîìèòåòà ïîìîùè íà Áëèæíåì Âîñòîêå (ÀÊÏÁÂ) Ó.Äæ.Ñìèò è 
Äæ.Ìåéí.3 Îíè ïîçíàêîìèëèñü ñ òîëüêî ÷òî îðãàíèçîâàííîé 
çäåñü ñòàíöèåé ïîìîùè è îñòàâàëèñü â ðåãèîíå áîëüøå ìåñÿöà. 
Ïî îòîñëàííîìó Äæ.Ìåéíîì îò÷åòó äëÿ Ð.Ëàíñèíãà (îò 29 ìàÿ), 
íà 35 òûñ. ïîñòîÿííûõ æèòåëåé Àëåêñàíäðîïîëÿ çäåñü ïðèõîäè-
ëîñü 68 òûñ. áåæåíöåâ, çàðåãèñòðèðîâàííûõ â ïóíêòàõ âûäà÷è 
õëåáà è ñóïîâûõ êóõíÿõ. Â ïåðâóþ æå óòðåííþþ ïðîãóëêó ïî 
ãîðîäó Äæ.Ìåéí óâèäåë ÷åòûðåõ óìåðøèõ íà åãî ãëàçàõ ëþäåé, à 
âñåãî áûëî ñîáðàíî 190 òåë.4 Â ñíåãó è ñëÿêîòè áåæåíöû ñêàïëè-
âàëèñü êó÷àìè ó ïîðîãîâ äîìîâ, ñðåäè íèõ íàñ÷èòûâàëîñü áîëüøå

Ïåðâîé çàäà÷åé âîññòàíîâëåíèÿ ãîðîäà â öåëîì ñòàëà æåëåç-
íàÿ äîðîãà. Åå ó÷àñòîê Àëåêñàíäðîïîëü-Ñàðèêàìûø àíãëè÷àíå 
ïåðåäàëè ðåñïóáëèêàíñêîé àäìèíèñòðàöèè óæå 30 àïðåëÿ - 7 
ìàÿ,6 õîòÿ óãðîçà òóðåöêèõ íàïàäåíèé, ÷òîáû ïåðåðåçàòü ñåãìåíò 
æåëåçíîäîðîæíîé ëèíèè äî Êàðñà, ñîõðàíÿëàñü âåñü 1919 ãîä. 14 
àïðåëÿ ïî ýòîé ìàãèñòðàëè ïåðåáðîñèëè ÷àñòü ãîðîäñêîãî ãàðíè-
çîíà, êîòîðûé çàíÿë ïåðåäàííûé ÐÀ Êàðñ.7  

Íóæíî îòìåòèòü, ÷òî â íîðìàëüíûõ óñëîâèÿõ æåëåçíîäîðîæ-
íàÿ ëèíèÿ Êàðñ-Àëåêñàíäðîïîëü ÿâëÿëàñü ãëàâíûì ìàðøðóòîì 
äëÿ ðóññêî-òóðåöêîãî òðàíçèòà è áûëà  êîíêóðåíòêîé äëÿ ëèíèè 
Íàõè÷åâàí-Çàíãåçóð. Äëÿ Ðîññèè, è äëÿ ÐÀ òîæå, áûë âûãîäåí 
ïóòü ÷åðåç Àðìåíèþ ñ Ãðóçèåé, êàê íàèáîëåå êîðîòêèé, ëó÷øå 
êîíòðîëèðóåìûé è íåèìåþùèé ïîëèòè÷åñêèõ ìèíóñîâ. À âòîðîå 
íàïðàâëåíèå äîëæíî áûëî ñïåöèàëèçèðîâàòüñÿ íà òðàíçèòå â 
Èðàí. Íàðÿäó ñ ýòèì, ÷ëåíû âîåííîé ìèññèè Äæ.Õàðáîðäà, êî-
ìàíäèðîâàííîé äëÿ èçó÷åíèÿ Çàïàäíîé è Âîñòî÷íîé Àðìåíèè, 
îáñëåäîâàëè øîññåéíûé ìàðøðóò Òðàïåçóíä-Áàáåðä-Ýðçåðóì-
Êàðñ-Àëåêñàíäðîïîëü-Åðåâàí è Òèôëèñ íà ïðåäìåò ïåðåâîçêè ïî 
íåìó àìåðèêàíñêèõ ãðóçîâ. 7 îêòÿáðÿ ïîäïîëêîâíèê Äæ.Ï.Äæåê-
ñîí äîëîæèë íà÷àëüíèêó ìèññèè î õîðîøåì ñîñòîÿíèè äîðîãè.8 Ê 
òîìó æå, ìåæäó Ñàìñóíîì è Ñåáàñòèåé èìåëèñü áîëüøèå ïðîäî-
âîëüñòâåííûå çàïàñû, â òîì ÷èñëå è íîâîãî óðîæàÿ çåðíà. Íî 
çàêóïèòü åãî áûëî ñëîæíî, ó÷èòûâàÿ âðàæäåáíîå îòíîøåíèå ïî-
òåíöèàëüíûõ ïðîäàâöîâ ê àðìÿíàì. Ê ìîìåíòó îò÷åòà Êàðñ è 
Àëåêñàíäðîïîëü, ñ ñîåäèíÿâøåé èõ æåëåçíîé äîðîãîé, áûëè 
îäíèì èç äâóõ ãëàâíûõ îáúåêòîâ íàïàäåíèÿ ñî ñòîðîíû òóðîê.     

Áîðüáà çà âîñòàíîâëåíèå è áåçîïàñíîñòü æåëåçíîé äîðîãè, çà 
óðåãóëèðîâàíèå ïðàâèë è ãðóçèíñêèõ öåí íà àìåðèêàíñêèå ïåðå-
âîçêè èç Áàòóìà â Àëåêñàíäðîïîëü, ñòàëè ñòðàòåãè÷åñêîé è æèç-
íåííî âàæíîé çàäà÷åé äëÿ Àðìåíèè.  

Ýòó ïðîáëåìó óäàëîñü ïðåîäîëåòü ê 3 îêòÿáðÿ 1919 ã., êîãäà â 
Òèôëèñå ïðîâåëè òðåõñòîðîííåå àðìÿíî-ãðóçèíî-àìåðèêàíñêîå 
ñîâåùàíèå. Ïî åãî èòîãàì c 3 îêòÿáðÿ âñå ãðóçû ÀÊÏÁÂ ïåðåøëè

24 îêòÿáðÿ ñîñòàâû ñòàëè ïåðåäâèãàòüñÿ ñ àìåðèêàíñêîé äîêó-
ìåíòàöèåé è áåç òàìîæåííîãî äîñìîòðà.11 Ýòî çíà÷èòåëüíî ñî-
êðàòèëî ïîòåðè è êðàæè, ïðîèñõîäèâøèå ïðè îòêðûòèè ýøåëî-
íîâ. Òàê êàê ñ íà÷àëà îêòÿáðÿ Êàçà÷èé ïîñò //-105 Àëåêñàíäðî-
ïîëÿ ñòàë ãëàâíûì ñêëàäîì è ïåðåâàëî÷íûì ïóíêòîì äëÿ ãðóçîâ 
ïîìîùè, ãîðîäó äàâàëè 24 ÷àñà íà âîçâðàò âñåõ ñîñòàâîâ â Ãðó-
çèþ. Ãàðàíòîì âîçâðàùåíèÿ è íåñïîëüçîâàíèÿ ýòîãî  òðàíñïîðòà 
äëÿ âíóòðåííèõ, â òîì ÷èñëå âîåííûõ ïåðâîçîê, ñòàëà Ïîìîùü íà 
Áëèæíåì Âîñòîêå (ÏÁÂ). Ïðàâäà ýòîò íîðìàòèâ ñîâñåì íå âû-
ïîëíÿëñÿ, è ê 3 àïðåëÿ 1920 ã. â ÐÀ íàõîäèëîñü äî 150 âàãîíîâ,12 
âûïîëíÿâøèõ äîïîëíèòåëüíûå ïåðåâîçêè. Òàê íàïðèìåð, ê 5 ìàÿ

ãîñóäàðñòâåííîé Àìåðèêàíñêîé àäìèíèñòðàöèè ïîìîùè (ÀÀÏ) 
êàïèòàí À.Òóëèí,14 ñäåëàâøèé äîêëàä íà çàñåäàíèè ïîäêîìèññèè 
Ñåíàòà ÑØÀ îò 2 îêòÿáðÿ, ÷òî â õîäå âñòðå÷ ñ ïðåìüåð-ìèíèñò-
ðîì Î.Êà÷àçíóíè è ìýðîì Àëåêñàíäðîïîëÿ À.Ñàðêèñÿíîì àìåðè-
êàíöó ïîêàçàëè ìåñòíóþ âîèíñêóþ ÷àñòü è äåòñêèå äîìà. Êàïè-
òàí À.Òóëèí ãîâîðèë â Ñåíàòå î 6-7 òûñ. ñîëäàò ÐÀ, êîòîðûì òðå-
áîâàëèñü áîåïðèïàñû, õëåá è îáóâü. Ó ñîëäàò õðîìàëà äèñöèïëè-
íà, íî áûë âûñîêèé ïàòðèîòèçì, õîòÿ îíè íå ïîëó÷àëè ïðîäî-
âîëüñòâèÿ óæå ïÿòü äíåé. Ïî îöåíêå ñîòðóäíèêà ÀÀÏ, æåëåçíàÿ 
äîðîãà Áàòóì-Àëåêñàíäðîïîëü òðåáîâàëà îáÿçàòåëüíîé îõðàíû, à 
âîåííûé êîíòèíãåíò íóæäàëñÿ â ôèíàíñèðîâàíèè è áîåïðèïàñàõ. 
Îí õîðîøî îöåíèâàë áîåñïîñîáíîñòü ñîëäàò ïðè èõ îñíàùåíèè.  

Âåñíîé 1919 ã. ðå÷ü øëà î êàòàñòðîôè÷åñêîì ïîëîæåíèè 110 
òûñ. èçãíàííèêîâ, êîòîðûì â íà÷àëå àïðåëÿ ïîñòóïèëà ïåðâàÿ ïî-
ìîùü ÀÊÏÁÂ, à ñ 15 ìàÿ - ìóêà, áîáû è ðèñ îò Àìåðèêàíñêîé 
ïðîäîâîëüñòâåííîé àäìèíèñòðàöèè (ÀÏÀ).15 Ïî ìåòîäèêå, èçëî-

Ïèñüìî îò 7 ìàðòà 1919 ã. èçâåùàëî, ÷òî åãî àâòîð “î÷åíü ðàä 
âûïëàòèòü” ïîëîâèíó ñòîèìîñòè âñåõ ïîñòàâîê, îáåñïå÷èâàÿ ñî-
ãëàøåíèå î òîâàðíîì êðåäèòå ñ Àðìÿíñêîé íàöèîíàëüíîé äåëåãà-
öèåé â Ïàðèæå èëè ñ ïðàâèòåëüñòâîì Ðåñïóáëèêè Àðìåíèÿ.18 Òå-
ëåãðàììû îò 10 ìàðòà äîáàâèëè, ÷òî ó÷èòûâàÿ êðàéíåå èñòîùå-
íèå áåæåíöåâ, äëÿ íèõ óòâåðæäàëàñü äâîéíàÿ íîðìà ïîòðåáëå-
íèÿ íà ÷åëîâåêà.19 Âïëîòü äî îñåíè, äî íà÷àëà îêòÿáðÿ, Âåðõîâ-
íûé êîìèññàð Â.Ãàñêåëü õàðàêòåðèçîâàë ïîëîæåíèå íà Êàâêàçå 
êàê íàèõóäøåå â ìèðå.20 Ê ýòîìó âðåìåíè îí ðåôîðìèðîâàë 
ñëóæáû ïîìîùè. Áûëè ñîçäàíû 5 óïðàâëåí÷åñêèõ îòäåëîâ è 
øåñòü ðàéîíîâ: Áàòóì, Òèôëèñ, Àëåêñàíäðîïîëü, Êàðñ, Åðåâàí è 
Êàðàêëèñ.21 (×åðåç ïîëãîäà ãîðîä ñòàë òàêæå îäíèì èç ÷åòûðåõ 
ðåãèîíàëüíûõ öåíòðîâ ïîìîùè, íàðÿäó ñ Áåéðóòîì, Êîíñòàíòèíî-
ïîëåì è Òàâðèçîì.22) 

Ïî ñîñòîÿíèþ íà îêòÿáðü 1919 ã. â ãîðîäå íàõîäèëîñü 50-60 
òûñ. áåæåíöåâ. Â ýòîì ìåñÿöå ÏÁÂ è ÀÀÏ ïåðåøëè ê ïðîãðàììå 
ñàìîîáåñïå÷åíèÿ, ïîýòîìó èõ ïîäîïå÷íûå ïðèñòóïèëè ê ðåìîíòó 
äîìîâ, ñòðîèòåëüñòâó äîðîã è äðóãèì îáùåñòâåííûìè ðàáîòàì. 
Æåíùèíû è äåòè ðàáîòàëè â öåõàõ ïî ïðîèçâîäñòâó òêàíè è 
îäåæäû, ïîøèâó è ðåìîíòó îáóâè.23 Äëÿ îðãàíèçàöèè ìàñòåðñêèõ 
èç ÑØÀ çàêàçàëè 6 íîæíûõ ìàøèí äëÿ ïîøèâêè îáóâè, èãëû è 
ãâîçäè, 200 îáóâíûõ êîëîäîê, ñòðîéìàòåðèàëû.24  

×àñòü èõ ïðîäóêöèè ïîëó÷àëà ðåñïóáëèêàíñêàÿ àðìèÿ,25 åå 
îòñûëàëè òàêæå ñèðîòàì Åðåâàíà, à âûäåëàííûå îâ÷èíû øëè íà 
ýêñïîðò â Àìåðèêó. Øêîëüíîå äåëî â äåòñêèõ ïðèþòàõ ïåðåøëî â 
âåäåíèå ðåñïóáëèêàíñêîãî ïðàâèòåëüñòâà: ãîñóäàðñòâî ïðåäîñòàâ-

ãèìíàçèÿ ñâ.Îëüãè, Àðãóòèíñêàÿ æåíñêàÿ øêîëà è êîììåð÷åñêàÿ 
ìóæñêàÿ ãèìíàçèÿ. Â 20 êëàññàõ ãîðîäà 48 ó÷èòåëåé âñå âìåñòå 
îáó÷àëè 773 ðåáåíêà.30  Â íà÷àëå 1920 ã.

My dear Mr.[A.C.]James,  
With regard to the earnest request made by the Armenian Natio-

nal Delegation for seed wheat required for the relief of Armenia, I 
understand that you agree with the idea that it is too late to bring 
any seed wheat from North America in time for the spring planting. 

I agree entirely in your proposition, however, that clothing and 
other supplies now belonging to the Mission for Relief in the Near 
East in Constantinople be sent at once to Kuban for trading purposes 
in order to obtain there available seed wheat and transport same to 
Armenia. The Commission for Relief in the Near East has available a 
very much larger personnel in this district than we have, and I 
should think that the most practicable plans would be for you to take 
entire charge of this transaction. 

In accordance with the suggestion contained in the cable from 
Messrs.[C.H.]Dodge & [C.V.]Vickrey to you of February 22nd, the 
American Relief Administration will be very glad to pay one-half of 
the entire cost of this operation to the Armenian Relief, and Mr. 
[H.C.]Heinz, Chief of the American food Mission at Constantinople, 
will assist the operation to the full extent of his ability. 

In view of the provision of our Appropriation Act that expenditu-
res shall be reimbursed as far as possible by the governments of the 
population to whom relief is //-110 furnished, it would be desirable if 
you could obtain from the Armenian National Delegation, and any 
other body representative of the Armenians, an agreement that they 
will ultimately pay the cost of this operation in case a government is 
later established and that you should also take steps to obtain such 
reimbursement from any government which may be subsequently 
established.

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Alexandropol of 1918-1920 in the Documents of the U.S. 
Department of State 

and the National Archives of Armenia  
Summary 

Records of the U.S. Department of State and papers of the 
National Archives of Armenia point out three main problems of 
Alexandropol social life in 1918-1920. They are the reconstruction of 
the city after the devastating invasion and Turkish evacuation of 
December 26, 1918. Problems of military training and self-defense. 
The issues of relief for the refugees from the Western Armenian and 
Kars Oblast. The first task demanded an urgent reconstruction of the 
city terminal and depot together with the railway line to Sarikamish. 
A great transit highway Trebizond-Erzerum-Kars-Alexandropol had 
been inspected, too. The second problem included a necessity to 
equip and maintain 6-7 thousand military force, which lacked bread, 
shoes, uniforms and ammunition, but kept its will to defend the 
country. And the third issue concerned 68 thousand extremely ex-
hausted refugees, concentrated in the city of 35 thousand local popu-
lation. Alexandropol became one of the six main centers of relief in 
Transcaucasia (with Batum, Tiflis, Kars, Erevan, Karaklis) and one of 
the four main centers in the Near East (the others were Beirut, Con-
stantinople and Tabriz).  

According to the U.S. President to-be and Drector General of the 
Allied Relief H.Hoover correspondence of March 1919, discovered at 
the Armenian National Archives, the  state agency of the American 
Food Administration had confirmed the double ration per day for 
Armenian refugees; it resolved to pay half of the cost of all transac-
tions which were to be put as a goods credit and were shipped by 
the U.S. Navy. The first consignments of relief emerged in April, 
1919. On May 15 the American Relief Administration had brought its 
loads of wheat and flour. In October, 1919, thousands of children and 
women participated in public works. The railway traffic had become 
regular, duty-free and was controlled by the American charitable 
Near East Relief. The refugees from the Kazachi Post and Polygon 
(accommodated on March 3, 1920) repaired buildings and roads, 
produced textile and clothes for the Army and orphans. The latter 
ones had transferred under the State auspice.  

The next 1920 brought an inauguration of the State University 
on January 31; a Bolshevik rebellion of May 10-22; Alexandropol had 
become a residence of the Director General of the Caucasian branch, 
Near East Relief, E.Yarrow on August 1; then a new war with Turkey 
had exploded on September 22. It brought the combats under the 
city walls on November 5. The Prime Minister H.Ohanjanian had 
appealed to President W.Wilson and the U.S. High Commissioner in 
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Constantinople M.Bristol for protection. The Armenian Plenipoten-
tiary G.Pastrmajian discussed the fate of the city with the State Sec-
retary B.Colby on November 11. The high official and his Consul C. 
Mozer  responded that the U.S. afforded provisions, but did not bind 
by military obligations.              
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
