NOTES AND DEFINITIONS

Migration statistics

Migration statistics are collected under the Immigration Act 1967. Under this Act immigration controls on movements

to/from Uganda and Tanzania were imposed, making it possible to collect statistics of movements to/from Uganda and
Tanzania and integrate them with statistics of movements to/from outside East Africa.

The following definitions have been used in compiling Migration Statistics:
Visitors

Visitors entering or leaving Kenya hold either:-
a) anin-transit pass; or

b) avisitor's pass; or

c) aspecial pass,

They are classified as holiday, business or in-transit visitors according to the purpose of visit they state on their immigration
forms. In-transit passes are issued to persons passing through Kenya and are valid for a period of up to one week. These
passes are not required by persons in direct transit, crews of aircraft or ships, or day visitors from cruise ships. Such
persons are not recorded in the migration statistics. Visitors' passes are valid up to six months initially and can be extended

to a total of twelve months to allow a visitor to pursue temporarily his business or profession; they also cover holiday visits.
Special passes are valid up to three months.

Length of Stay

This is shown in days as the elapsed time between the arrival and departure date stamps on visitor's departure forms.

Information on average length of visit tends to understate the actual period stayed per visitor to Kenya (because of the
incidence of multiple visits by individuals). Totals of days stayed are not affected by this problem.

HOTEL OCCUPANCY STATISTICS
The coverage of the statistics has been improved since their collection was initiated and it is now possible to give figures by

a more detailed classification and country of residence of quest. Children under twelve years old not occupying a separate

adult bed are not included in the occupancy figures. The definitions used for the classification in Tables 17- 19 are as
follows:

Recording is done on accrual basis except for the government's accounts which are on cash basis. Work-in-progress
is recorded in the pesiod when it is produced.

The production account has been split into two — the production account and the generation of income accounts. The
contribution to the GDP by a producer — its value added — is derived in the production account, while the components
of value added are recorded in the generation of income account. The components of value added are taxes on
production and imports, compensation of employees and operating surplus/mixed income. In the revised series,
production and generation accounts are compiled separately for general govemment.

The term “mixed income” is a novelty in the 1993 SNA, which is used for the surplus generated by unincorporated
household enterprises (jua kali* or informal sector activities). The reason is that the surplus generated by such
enterprises includes both remuneration for the labour of the owner and a retum to the entrepreneurship and capital

employed.

The 1993 -SNA has further clarified and slightly extended the production boundary through defining all own-account
production of goods by households, cultivated natural growth, and production from illegal activities as output.
However, in practice it is very difficult, if not impossible, to measure production from illegal activities.

The 1993 SNA makes it clear that the economic territory of a country must also include economic free zones that are
exempt from taxes and customs duties. Thus, Kenya's Export Processing Zones are included in the calculation of
GDP and no exports to or imports from the Zones are recorded.

The classification and terminology of taxes has been revised in line with the 1993 SNA. The 1968 SNA term “indirect
taxes” has been replaced by the term “taxes on production and imports” and “direct taxes’ has been changed to
“‘current taxes on income and wealth".

Taxes on products include the excise and import duties, the road maintenance levy, the insurance premium tax and
the value added tax. Other taxes on production consist of taxes on the ownership of land, buildings or other assets
used in production or on labour employed. In Kenya this includes various business or professional licenses to the
central govemment and rates, licenses and cesses to the local authorities.

Value added is valued at basic prices as follows:
Output at basic prices
— Intermediate consumption at purchasers' prices
= Gross value added at basic prices

Basic prices exclude any taxes payable on products and include any subsidies receivable on products while
purchasers' prices include such taxes as well as trade and transport margins.

Factor cost is not favoured by the 1993 SNA, nevertheless, it can still be computed as:

Gross value added at basic prices
- Other taxes on production

+ Subsidies

= Gross value added at factor cost
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In practice, however, the difference between factor cost and basic prices is negligible because other taxes on
production constitute a very small proportion of taxes in Kenya.

Likewise, the 1993 SNA defines only GDP at market prices and does not make any reference to GDP at factor cost. In
order to derive the GDP at market prices, taxes less subsidies on products must be added to total gross value added
at basic prices. Thus, GDP at market prices is derived as:

Sum of gross value added of all economic activities at basic prices
+ Taxes on products

- Subsidies on products

= GDP at market prices

Gross national income (GNI) replaces gross national product (GNP). The rationale behind the change is that this
aggregate is a concept of income rather than a concept of production.

The output of banks include financial intermediation services indirectly measured (FISIM), which is defined as the
difference between interest receivable and payable by financial intermediaries. FISIM replaces the “imputed bank
service charges”. The 1993 SNA recommends that FISIM should be allocated to users instead of recording it as
intermediate consumption of a nominal industry. FISIM payable by households and government has been recorded as
final consumption for these sectors while the unallocated item - recorded as a negative item in summing up GDP -
only include FISIM payable by producers.

Government expenditure on military durable goods has been included in gross fixed capital formation. The 1993 SNA
has extended the concept of fixed assets to include certain immaterial assets, namely mineral exploration, computer
software and large databases, and artistic and literary originals. Accordingly, gross fixed capital formation includes
expenditure on such assets whether by purchase or costs for own development. It has been possible to estimate
mineral exploration in the revised national accounts.

Base year

In order to analyse the behaviour of the GDP over time independently of the influence of price changes, calculations
are made at constant prices. In loose terms, constant price measures inform about the volume of goods and services
produced, independent of changes in prices. The GDP series at constant prices are calculated by selecting a
reference period, called the base year, and valuing current supply of goods and services in the prices of that year. The
base year for the national accounts estimates at constant prices is 2001.

Commodity flow

A systematic commodity flow technique is largely employed in the compilation of national accounts estimates. This
technique entails a systematic confrontation of supply and use data for products at as detailed a level as possible. The
format is as follows:

+ Output at basic prices + Intermediate consumption
+Imports - + Final consumption expenditure
+ Trade and transport margins + Gross fixed capital formation

+ Taxes on products + Changes in inventories

+ Exports
= Total supply at purchasers' prices = Total use at purchasers' prices
Separate commodity flows are compiled for output from domestic producers and for imports. A commodity flow is
attached to each production account at the most detailed level and output has been allocated to the use categories
listed above except that changes in inventories are not estimated. Exports are available from the foreign trade
statistics (goods) and the balance of payments (services). The allocation of supply for domestic use to final and
intermediate consumption is often guided by the nature of the products produced.

Notes and Definitions
;= General - All trade between Kenya and other countries is defined as "extemal”. This trade is classified under the
headings of Direct Imports, Domestic Exports, and Re-exports.

z S.L.T.C - The United Nations' Standard Intemational Trade classification revised and modified to cater for Kenya's
needs has been used since January 1964. In June 1989 the S.1.T.C. was revised again and all classifications since June
16" 1989 have been based on those revisions (known as S..T.C. Rev. 3). In general the classifications are comparable,
but cases where comparison is difficult are indicated in the tables.

3. Direct Imports - These are defined as goods directly imported into Kenya for warehousing. Direct Imports
include Govemment imports and goods subsequently re-exported.

4. Imports for Home Use: Imports for home use mean goods:-

i. - which on importation are cleared through Customs, plus
ii. released by Customs from bonded warehouses and
iii. entered into manufacturing plants, less
iv. nationalized re-exports, that is, re-export of goods originally cleared for home used but subsequently re-exported.

In some cases transfers of goods imported in a previous year, or goods transferred at a higher value than when originally
imported, or transfers of goods initially imported by parcel post, may distort the relationship between quantity and value, or
a value out of proportion to the quantity.

5. Valuation of Imports - Direct Imports are valued at c.if. port or place of entry into Kenya; customs duty and
internal handling charges are excluded.

6. Country of Origin - The country in which the. goods were grown or produced; in the case of manufactured
goods, the country in which the manufacturing process was substantially completed. When the country of origin cannot be
determined the goods are shown as originating in the country from which they were consigned. From 1976 imports are
classified as originating from the country of last consignment.

7. Domestic Exports - These are defined as Kenya produce and manufactures exported to other countries or sold
as aircrafts, or ships' stores. From 1976 exports and re-exports are classified as destined to the country of consignment
except where such goods are consigned via another country.

8. Re-exports - These consist of imported goods re-exported in the same form to other countries or as aircrafts’ or
ships' stores.

9. Valuation of Domestic Exports and Re-exports - These are valued of f.0.b. ship or aircraft; the value includes
any Kenya cess levy or export tax levied on the goods.

10. Country of Destination - The country to which the goods are finally sent, as far as is known at the time of export.
1. COMESA - The previous Preferential Trade Area (PTA) member countries, Angola, Burundi, Comoros, Djibouti,
Ethiopia, Kenya, Lesotho, Mauritius, Mozambique, Rwanda, Swaziland, Tanzania, Uganda, Zambia, and Zimbabwe was
replaced by the Common Market for Eastern and Southemn Africa (COMESA) in December, 1994

12. With the recent creation of the East African Cooperation that became East African Community, goods can
easily cross the borders without Customs documentation hence not accounted in trade. Nevertheless the value of the
goods traded in such manner is of a small proportion that cannot distort the recorded trade.

13. Specie and Currency Notes - This item is included at its intrinsic value as base metal and paper respectively.
14, Gold - Import and export of gold is included in the external trade statistics.
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15. Parcel Post Imports - Up to 1970 no imports by parcel post were analysed by article. From 1971 onwards,

Notes and Definitions

Statistics are shown for establishments rather than firms, which may be made up of more than one establishment. Establishments are
defined to mean specific locations in which a clearly identified type of economic activity is being undertaken. In some instances
particular operations being undertaken under one roof are further identified into one or more separate establishments provided any of
these operations have 50 or more people engaged in them, and provided according to Intemational Standard Industrial Classification,
each one of these can be distinctly so classified.

The economic classification used in this Chapter is a slightly modified version of the United Nations 4-digit International Standard
Industrial Classification.

Establishments include limited liability companies as well as other forms of business organisations. Public bodies of an "enterprise”
nature engaged in "business" activity are also included. The agricultural establishments shown are only those located in the former
Scheduled Areas and exclude the very large number of smallholdings outside these areas. Other very small non-agricultural rural
establishments are also excluded. The coverage is in fact limited to the "modem” sector, defined to include all establishments in urban
areas, large scale farms and other "modern” enterprises located in rural areas plus that part of the public sector which is engaged in
activities of an "enterprise” nature.

The source of these data is the Annual Enumeration of employed and self-employed persons, which covers the "modem"” sector. An
attempt is made to include all active "businesses.

Statistics of local companies registered include businesses already in existence, which are converted into companies of limited liability.
New nominal capital created in a year includes capital increases by existing limited liability companies through bonus issues, etc.

Statistics of foreign companies consist of details of those companies which are registered outside Kenya but which maintain a place of

business in Kenya. The nominal capital of foreign companies is not shown since the total registered capital of these companies gives
no indication of the amount they have invested in Kenya.
